Thanks very much to Stephanie Burbury and the Oatlands District Historical Society for organising the Saturday dinner and the Sunday tour for our recent weekend excursion Up the Jordan, where we followed the Jordan River from its mouth on the Derwent as far as Jericho.  Thanks also to Mary Ramsay, who made visits possible to a number of houses, and assisted greatly with the notes.

On Sunday 15 June, when there are no snakes, we will be completing the trip, taking the Jordan to its source in Lake Tiberias.  At 10 am we will meet at Bowsden (when you drive north on the Midlands Highway, turn right just after Jericho on the road to Colebrook, and Bowsden is the first house on your right). We will car-pool to Lake Tiberias, and walk back to Bowsden down the rapid-flowing (according to Steph) Jordan, seeing on the way the footings of Gough’s hut (Aboriginal attack), Alexander Hudspeth’s hut (early settlement) and the old Jericho flour mill. Bring water and lunch. The walk will end about 3.30 pm.

There is a fair amount of scrub bashing – you need to be pretty fit for this 5-hour walk, but it will be very enjoyable.

No need to fill in a form, but please let me know if you’d like to come, so I can contact you if by any chance it should rain and we have to cancel.  A small charge of $10 a head, for the Jericho Cultural and Heritage Centre, will be collected on the day.
