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ELDERSHAW LECTURE 2008

 
This year's Eldershaw Lecture will be given by Professor Janet McCalman on Tuesday 9 September. The topic will be 'Climate Change and World History: the last 10,000 years'. Professor McCalman is a historian at the University of Melbourne and has published a number of influential books, notably Struggletown: Public and Private Life in Richmond, 1900-1965, Journeyings: the biography of a middle-class generation, and Sex and Suffering, women's health and a women's hospital.  For the past decade she has taught ecological history in the History & Philosophy of Science programme, and a new version of that subject, taught in partnership with colleagues from science and geography, is one of the interdisciplinary University Breadth Subjects being offered under the new Melbourne Model.

The Eldershaw Lecture will be held in the Town Hall at 8 pm, and a champagne supper will be served afterwards. As well, Dr Helen Henderson, president of the Federation of Australian Historical Societies, will present Alison Alexander with a Fellowship from the Federation.

AFTERNOON TEA AT SUMMERHOME—REPEAT EXCURSION

Sunday 12 October at 6 2.30 pm

So many people missed out on the excursion to Summerhome last year that a repeat performance has been organised.  Summerhome, a Georgian mansion, was built in the 1840s as the summer home of wealthy merchant Henry Hopkins and his wife Sarah (their winter home was Westella in Macquarie Street). Summerhome is noted for its formal garden, laid out in the 1850s; its conservatory; and its cathedral avenue of lime trees. As the same family has owned it since it was built, there have been few changes, and the nineteenth-century wallpaper, furniture, servants’ bells etc remain.

A traditional afternoon tea (cream cakes etc) will be served in the dining room, and a commentary will be given by Henry and Sarah’s great-great-grandchildren, Margaret Hansen, Julia Johnson and James Alexander.

Summerhome is at the extreme western end of Hopkins Street, Moonah, where the road stops at white gates, past St Therese’s church at Laetare Gardens.  Park in the street, though if you have elderly passengers who would like to avoid the hill, you can park in the grounds, where there is limited space.
