ELDERSHAW LECTURER 2010

On Tuesday 14 September at 8.00 pm Professor John Hirst, who recently retired from LaTrobe University, will deliver the Eldershaw Lecture at the Town Hall, Hobart. Professor Hirst is a thinker of rare insight and creativity. He has cast new light on many subjects: convict society; the origins of democracy; the making of the Commonwealth; the battle over conscription; the origins of compulsory voting; and most recently the prime ministership of John Curtin. His books include Convict Society and Its Enemies: A History of Early New South Wales (1983); The Strange Birth of Colonial Democracy: New South Wales 1848-1884 (1988); and The Sentimental Nation: The Making of the Australian Commonwealth (2000). He was also a co-editor of The Oxford Companion to Australian History (2001).

In the lecture Professor Hirst will reflect on his role as a disturber of the orthodoxies on the above subjects and others. The occasion promises to maintain the excellence of a long series of lectures honouring the memory of Peter Ross Eldershaw, mighty contributor to Tasmanian historical scholarship.
