PHOTOGRAPHY IN PUBLIC PLACES

The Arts Law Centre of Australia has an on-line document “Street Photographer’s Rights” covering Australian law on photography in public places. This will be of assistance to historical society members preparing publications and promotional material. Can I take a photograph in public that contains images of people I don't know? Can I take a photo of a famous landmark or of the front of someone's house and later sell it? This information sheet provides you answers to these and other questions that may arise when you take photographs in and of public spaces. It also aims to provide those you encounter with a statement of your rights to minimise the possibility of harassment or threatened legal action.

THRA’s latest publication is Rambles in Western Tasmania, which is published in honour of the late Lindsay Whitham, such an enthusiastic and supportive THRA member.  The book is edited by Simon Kleinig.

Lindsay spent many hours tracking down twelve articles written by his uncle Charles, author of Western Tasmania, a land of riches and beauty. These articles were published in the Zeehan and Dundas Herald between 1912 and 1924.  They provide a wonderful picture of life on the west coast at the time, particularly out in the bush.  Written in a lively style, they are very good reading, and make an excellent Christmas present.
