The Maritime History Museum of Tasmania will be hosting the 11th Biennial Local History Societies Conference on Saturday 2 July 2011 at the Dechaineux Lecture Theatre, UTAS Centre for the Arts, Hunter Street, Hobart. Tasmania’s islands stretch from King to Cape Barren and Boundary to Macquarie spanning the ‘roaring forties’ and ‘furious fifties’. The conference theme Archipelago: Maritime Influences and Life on Tasmania’s Islands will delve into the challenges and benefits of island living and examine the central role of maritime history in the state’s social, economic and cultural life.
